The NRA Basic Pistol Marksmanship course will be offered at the clubhouse during the month of March 
and part of April.  The course comprises 10 hours of instruction and practice. 
  
Instruction covers handgun safety, operation of revolvers and semi-auto pistols, ammunition basics,  
marksmanship fundamentals, selection and maintenance of a handgun.  Two of the sessions will  
involve live-fire practice with .22 handguns.  Safety is stressed throughout the course. 
 

This course has something for everyone from beginners to experienced shooters.  The teaching staff 
has many years of experience in all aspects of handgun shooting and competition.  For those  
considering acquiring a concealed carry license, this course will be very useful, as much of the final  
examination in the CCH course is based on the exam for this course.  The supervised firing will also 
give the beginning pistol shooter a head start toward preparing for the firing component of the CCH 
course.
